Course Requirements

United States History (Honors) is designed to provide students with the analytical skills and content knowledge necessary to deal critically with the problems and materials on United States history from 1900 to the present.  This course is taught by a varied format: lecture, large group instruction, independent study, and cooperative learning.  

Student Expectations

Students should be prepared to participate regularly in class discussions, complete reading assignments, work in groups, conduct individual research, and complete both objective and essay tests on course content.  Students are expected to be to class on time and prepare daily for class activities.  Essay writing will be stressed weekly.

Specific Requirements

1. READING: Students should read the textbook in order to analyze, synthesize, apply and evaluate information – NOT simply to memorize. Students are strongly encouraged to outline readings into their notebooks.

2. QUIZZES: Students should complete reading assignments and be prepared for pop quizzes on reading assignments.  Announced quizzes will also be given weekly.

3. TESTS: Tests will be given after each unit is completed, including both multiple choice and essay questions.

4. ESSAYS: Students will write formal essays for each unit of study. 

5. PARTICIPATION: All students are expected to participate actively and substantially in classroom discussions. Be an active learner in the classroom.
